ATHENS VILLAGE BOARD MEETING

   BOARD MEETING ROOM

President Kornack called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  Clerk administered the Oath of Office to Trustees Steven Brewster, Christopher Perkins and Matt Witucki.  Roll call was taken with members Brewster, Decker, Haines, Kornack, Lenhard, Perkins, and Witucki present.  All recited the Pledge of Allegiance.   


Motion Perkins, S/Lenhard and carried to approve the minutes of the March 28, 2016 Regular Board Meeting.

Aaron Stencil was present.

Committees reporting were:  Finance & Personnel –Trustee Haines reported on the 4/11/16 committee meeting.  After discussing Bill Balz’s retirement, it was decided to place an ad for full-time position.  The committee also discussed the back Wisconsin Retirement System benefit owed to William Balz.  Motion Haines, S/Lenhard and carried to approve the 4/11/16 committee meeting.  Fire & Police – Trustee Haines reported on the 4/6/16 committee meeting where interviews for part-time police officers were held.  Motion Perkins, S/Haines and carried to approve the minutes of the 4/6/16 committee meeting.  Streets-  Trustee Decker reported that he is putting together a list of streets that need cracksealing in order to get estimates.  He reported that he is still waiting for State approval on the Hwy 97 Atv/Utv crossings.  He is looking into working with surrounding townships to do some dust control on Mount View Lane.  He is also looking into the options for the 2017 street project.  West Village Limits could be done but would possibly involve some water main replacement.     Parks & Public Welfare – Trustee Witucki reported that Melvin Companies is planning on looking at the Shooting range berm damage on Thursday.  His committee will also do a walkthough of the parks that day to evaluate needs.  Public Welfare- Trustee Lenhard reported he met with a representative regarding options for the bowling alley lane repairs.  The current guardian product is worn out and obsolete.  Synthetic material is another option, however quite costly.  Once he receives more information, the committee will meet with Jan Drexler to discuss as well as review contract for any necessary revisions.  He also reported that Al Belter has begun the community hall upstairs bathroom project and was able to replace the flooring and toilet and the room was painted.  The next steps will be adding a drop ceiling, and a new sink and door.  Trustee Lenhard is still waiting for a competitive bid for shop door.  Water & Sewer – Trustee Perkins reported that on May 12th he will be meeting with a representative to discuss alternate trenchless options for sewer main repairs.  

Motion Haines, S/Lenhard and carried to authorize payment of Village check numbers 21080 to 21140 totaling $139,395.46.

President Kornack thanked John Schaetzl for his years of service as Village Trustee.

Motion Perkins, S/Witucki and carried to approve President’s appointment of Trustees Chris Perkins and Randy Decker to the Plan Commission.  

Motion Perkins, S/Haines and carried to approve President’s appointment of Ron Thompson to fill the unexpired term of Brian Luther as Plan Commission citizen member.
