President Kornack called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  Roll call was taken with members Brewster, Decker, Haines, Kornack, Lenhard, Perkins, and Witucki present.  All recited the Pledge of Allegiance.   Visitor present was Julia Wolf.


Motion Perkins, S/Brewster and carried to approve the minutes of the July 25, 2016 Regular Board Meeting.

Committees reporting were:  Finance & Personnel –Trustee Haines reported on the 8/1/16 committee meeting where the committee reviewed the proposal for a developer’s agreement with Athenian Properties for the Caroline Street extension.   Motion Haines, S/Lenhard and carried to approve the minutes of the 8/1/16 committee meeting. Fire & Police –Trustee Brewster reported on the 8/1/16 committee meeting where the committee reviewed budget options for police department staffing.  For budget consideration, the committee is recommending adding a second full-time officer as the first option with raising the hourly pay of part-time officers to $18/hr as the second option.  Motion Brewster, S/Haines and carried to approve the minutes of the 8/1/16 committee meeting.  Streets-  Trustee Decker reported on the 8/16/16 committee meeting where options for reducing the scope of the Mount View Lane project were discussed.  The Caroline Street extension project was also discussed and the committee is recommending completing the TID #2 project in 2017.  Motion Decker, S/Perkins and carried to approve the minutes of the 8/16/16 committee meeting.  Trustee Decker also reported that cracksealing and misc. blacktopping would be completed this week.  He also reported that he has no new information regarding the county-wide uniform addressing and the committee will be looking into obtaining additional proposals for engineering for the Mount View Lane project.  Parks & Public Welfare – Trustee Witucki reported that he met with Eugene Denk and Brent Schneveis.  Brent is almost done marking and anticipates a better harvest than originally planned.  The next step will be to compile a bid packet.  The upcoming projects for the shooting range include possibly seeding, building the shelters and purchasing signs.  Public Property- Trustee Lenhard will begin working on the 2017 budget and he will be discussing with the committee about what to do with the 11th Frame alley repairs. Water & Sewer – Trustee Perkins reported on the 8/11/16 committee meeting where the committee discussed the proposal for sewer lining and also an issue regarding an abandoned sanitary sewer service.  It was decided to bring in Rick’s Sewer Service to assist with locating the direction and length of abandoned lateral.  Motion Perkins, S/Witucki and carried to approve the minutes of the 8/11/16 committee meeting. 

Motion Haines, S/Lenhard and carried to authorize payment of Village check numbers 21331 to 21400 totaling $38,709.26.

Motion Perkins, S/Haines and carried to approve appointment of Ron Lavicka as Emergency Government Director. 

Motion Perkins, S/Brewster and carried to approve Village of Athens Procurement Policy.

Motion Haines, S/Lenhard and carried to approve Development Agreement with Athenian Properties LLC

Motion Perkins, S/Witucki and carried to approve recommendation from the Water and Sewer Committee to contract with VisuSewer in the amount of $61,774.80 to install 2,062 LF of sanitary sewer lining and 12 end caps.

Motion Decker, S/Brewster and carried to approve contract with Marathon Technical Services for $7,630 for the design services for the Caroline Street extension.
