   BOARD MEETING ROOM

President Pro-Tem Perkins called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  Roll call was taken with members Decker, Haines, Lenhard, Perkins, Schaetzl and Witucki present with Kornack absent.  All recited the Pledge of Allegiance.   Aaron Stencil, Casey Krautkramer and Glen Luetschwager were present.

Motion Witucki, S/Haines and carried to approve the minutes of the January 25, 2016 Regular Board Meeting and the January 27, 2016 Special Board Meeting.

Committees reporting were:  Finance & Personnel –The committee meeting that was scheduled for tonight will be held February 29th at 5:30pm.  Fire & Police – Chief Stencil reported Adam Sazama will be out on his own this week.  Streets-  Trustee Decker reported on the 2/18/16 committee meeting.  The possibility of an ATV/UTV was discussed.  The committee is recommending the following:  all streets (including Iron Bridge Road and alleys) be open to Atv/Utv use with the downtown area being restricted; no restrictions on the hours of operation; operators must have a valid driver’s license; 15mph speed limit; off street parking available at old dump site, old Farmer’s property and business parking lots that allow it.  Estimated signage cost to be $1800 with volunteers installing the signs.  Motion Decker, S/Lenhard and carried to approve the minutes of the 2/18/16 committee meeting.  Trustee Decker also reported that the Village workers were patching some potholes and we are still waiting for MSIP grant documents so we can bid out the Duenow/Schlegel Street project.  Parks & Public Welfare – Trustee Witucki reported that Melvin Companies indicated that they will take care of the berm damage at the Shooting Range and that we are still waiting for the Timber Harvest contract.  Public Welfare- nothing  Water & Sewer – nothing

Motion Haines, S/Witucki and carried to authorize payment of Village check numbers 20938 to 21005 totaling $370,163.64.

Motion Lenhard, S/Haines and carried to approve Extraterritorial Certified Survey Map # 1640 for parcel located in the Town of Johnson.

Motion Lenhard, S/Haines and carried to table the recommendation from the Street Committee regarding creation of ATV/UTV route in the Village.

Motion Decker, S/Lenhard and carried to approve recommendation from the Street Committee to sell excess fill at the old dump site for $1/yard with buyer responsible for loading and hauling.

Motion Perkins, S/Haines and carried to adjourn at 7:25pm.
