ATHENS VILLAGE BOARD MEETING

   BOARD MEETING ROOM

President Kornack called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  Roll call was taken with members Decker, Kornack, Lenhard, Perkins, Schaetzl and Witucki present and Haines absent.  All recited the Pledge of Allegiance.   Aaron Stencil, Sara Faber and Casey Crum were present.

Motion Witucki, S/Perkins and carried to approve the minutes of the December 21, 2015 Regular Board Meeting. 

Committees reporting were:  Finance & Personnel –none   Fire & Police – Chief Stencil reported Adam Sazama has been hired full-time by Colby-Abby, but may still be able to work in Athens.  Streets-  Trustee Decker reported on the 1/11/16 and 1/12/16 committee meetings.  At the 1/11/16 meeting, the 2016 Schlegel/Duenow Street plans were reviewed.  The bidding for the project will be delayed until approx. March as we have to wait to bid the project until we receive a signed MSIP grant agreement from the State.  The Mount View Lane project was also discussed including the stormwater plan and the use of the Village’s stockpile of road base.  It was noted that the Village would need to get a letter from the Town of Rietbrock stating they are ok with the project.  At the 1/12/16 meeting, the possibility of an atv/utv route on Village streets was discussed.  Motion Decker, S/Schaetzl and carried to approve the minutes of the 1/11/16 and 1/12/16 committee meetings.  Trustee Decker also reported that the crushing is complete and the material should pass State DOT specs.  Parks & Public Welfare – Trustee Witucki reported that he is waiting for an update from Melvin regarding the berm damage and was also waiting for a response from timber harvest consultant. Public Welfare- Trustee Lenhard reported that John Weiler installed the lights over the alley and only billed for his bid price and not the extra costs he incurred.  Water & Sewer – Trustee Perkins reported that the water tower inspection report has been received.  It was also noted that there have been 2 water main breaks in the last month and Village workers feel there might be another one right now.

Motion Perkins, S/Lenhard and carried to authorize payment of Village check numbers 20871 to 20934 totaling $379,433.71.

Motion Perkins, S/Witucki and carried to approve request for use of Erbach Park for 5K run on June 25, 2016 for “Crum Run” with approved liability insurance.

Motion Perkins, S/Lenhard and carried to approve Picnic licenses for the Athens Firemen for February 6, 2016 and April 2, 2016 in the Community Hall.

Motion Lenhard, S/Decker and carried to approve attendance of Frank Redmann to the Rural Water Conference from March 30th to April 1st, 2016 in Green Bay.

Motion Perkins, S/Witucki and carried to approve Resolution 2016-1 Adopting the Citizen Participation Plan for the Community Development Block Grant Program.

Motion Lenhard, S/Perkins and carried to approve appointment of Ruth Weiler as election worker for a 2 year term.

Motion Perkins, S/Witucki and carried to approve hiring of Ashley Zinkowich for part-time janitorial position at a rate of $11/hr.

Motion Perkins, S/Lenhard and carried to approve recommendation from the Street Committee to pursue this looking into creating an ATV/UTV route in the Village. 

Motion Perkins, S/Lenhard and carried to adjourn at 7:25pm.
