President Kornack called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  Roll call was taken with members Brewster, Decker, Haines, Kornack, Lenhard, Perkins, and Witucki present.  All recited the Pledge of Allegiance.   

Visitors present were Aaron Stencil, Todd Trader, Dave Rasmussen, and Julia Wolf.


Motion Witucki, S/Haines and carried to approve the minutes of the June 27, 2016 Regular Board Meeting.

Committees reporting were:  Finance & Personnel –Trustee Haines reported on the 6/27/16 committee meeting where changes to the vacation, sick and personal days section of the Personnel Manual were discussed and changes were recommended.  Motion Haines, S/Lenhard and carried to approve the minutes of the 6/27/16 committee meeting. Fire & Police – Chief Stencil reported that he is working on finishing the updates to the Policy and Procedure Manual.  Trustee Brewster reported that he is working with Chief Stencil to prepare for next Monday’s committee meeting where they would be discussing options to help solve staffing issues. Streets-  Trustee Decker reported that the Duenow/Schlegel Street project is complete and he doesn’t have a date when the cracksealing would be completed.  He also reported that Marathon County provided a listing of duplicate addresses in the village. Parks & Public Welfare – Trustee Witucki reported that Melvin Companies has finished with the berm repairs and the next step will be seeding.  The range will remain closed until that is complete. The school has offered use of their hydro-seeder and Melvin will provide the hydro-seed.  The timber harvest marking is almost complete.  He and Eugene Denk will walk through the areas marked in the near future to make sure it looks okay.   Public Property- Trustee Lenhard reported the carpeting in the Board Room and Police offices was installed and new front tires for the backhoe were purchased.  He reported that he doesn’t have any new information regarding the options for the bowling alley lane repairs.  The 11th Frame summer maintenance has been completed.   He also reported that he will begin the process of getting bids for a new snow plow for next year’s budget year purchase.  Water & Sewer – Trustee Perkins reported that VisuSewer was in town to meet with Al to review needed areas and should be submitting a bid soon.
