President Kornack called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  Roll call was taken with members Decker, Haines, Kornack, Lenhard, Perkins, and Schaetzl present with Witucki absent.  All recited the Pledge of Allegiance.   


Motion Perkins, S/Lenhard and carried to approve the minutes of the February 22, 2016 Regular Board Meeting.

Aaron Stencil, Casey Krautkramer, James Cracraft, and Katie Switlick were present.  Katie Switlick presented information regarding the “Tammy Graumann Fight for Cancer Ride”. Motion Decker, S/Haines and carried to close Degner Street (between West Alfred and Caroline Street) for a period of time during the afternoon on Saturday, May 7th.  Katie was instructed to contact US Bank for permission to use their parking lot as well.

Committees reporting were:  Finance & Personnel –Trustee Haines reported on the 2/29/16, 3/7/16 and 3/14/16 committee meetings.  The committee reviewed questions from the Ordinance Book recodification editoral and discussed the retirement/replacement of William Balz.  The committee will meet with the remaining employees to decide the best course of action. Motion Perkins, S/Haines and carried to approve the minutes of the 2/29/16, 3/7/16 and 3/14/16 committee meetings.  Fire & Police – Chief Stencil reported that a couple of different scams have been circulating around Athens.  He will also be looking at conducting interviews for the part-time position. Streets-  Trustee Decker reported on the 3/21/16 committee meeting where the ATV/UTV route was discussed.  The committee is recommending a speed limit of 15mph, no atv/utv use from sunset to sunrise and the Village would adopt DNR ATV/UTV rules.   Motion Decker, S/Haines and carried to approve the minutes of the 3/21/16 committee meeting..  Trustee Decker also reported that the Duenow/Schlegel Street project is being advertised with bids due on April 14th and the special assessment public hearing on April 25th at 6:15pm.     Parks & Public Welfare – President Kornack reported that Trustee Witucki has been in contact with Melvin Companies for the shooting range berm repair, but no date has been set.  He also reported that the forester the Board approved has backed out of the project due to health reasons.  Trustee Witucki will contact the individual who provided a bid to see if they are still interested. Public Welfare- Trustee Lenhard reported we contacted the high school for pricing of their old scoreboard, he is waiting for estimates on the big shop door replacement and Al Belter has begun the community hall bathroom updates. Water & Sewer – Trustee Perkins reported on the 3/24/16 committee meeting.  Items included the repairs needed to the water tower and the repair/replacement of the sewer main on the south end of Caroline Street.  Trustee Perkins will put together bid specs for the repairs needed.  Motion Perkins, S/Haines and carried to approve the minutes of the 3/24/16 committee meeting.

Motion Haines, S/Lenhard and carried to authorize payment of Village check numbers 21021 to 21078 totaling $30,578.31.

Motion Perkins, S/Haines and carried to approve operator’s license for Cassidy Kottke.

Motion Lenhard, S/Schaetzl and carried to approve Retirement Request from William Balz effective June 30, 2016.

Motion Perkins, S/Lenhard and carried to table approving contracting with Janke General Contractors to move the stormwater pond on the property at 715 Caroline Street to allow for a sanitary sewer easement

Motion Perkins, S/Haines and carried to table approving recommendation of the Water & Sewer Committee regarding the needed repairs to the Water Tower

Motion Perkins, S/Lenhard and carried to approve Resolution 2016-6 To Designate ATV/UTV Routes
