   BOARD MEETING ROOM

President Kornack called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM.  Roll call was taken with members Brewster, Decker, Haines, Kornack, Lenhard, Perkins, and Witucki present.  All recited the Pledge of Allegiance.   


Visitors present were Karen Kerber, Julia Wolf from the Record Review, Dan Daniels and Aaron Stencil.   Karen Kerber presented the 2015 Financial Reports.

Motion Perkins, S/Witucki and carried to approve the minutes of the April 25, 2016 Regular Board Meeting.

Committees reporting were:  Finance & Personnel –Trustee Haines reported that the Village received 23 applications for the public works position and they will be reviewing applications after the board meeting.  He also reported that Ashley Zinkowich resigned from her cleaning position, so we will be looking for a replacement.  Fire & Police – Chief Stencil reported that he was awarded a $4000 equipment grant through the DOT for the booze and belts program.  He also reported that Soua Xiong has resigned and he is anticipating losing more part-time officers in the near future. Streets-  Trustee Decker reported on the Uniform Addressing Program meeting that he attended.  The Village would need to “opt-in” if they want to participate.  He also reported that he received cracksealing bids but was going to revise bid specs due to the high bid prices received.  There will be a pre-construction meeting on 5/31/16 at 9am for the Duenow/Schlegel Street project. Parks & Public Welfare – Trustee Witucki reported that on the 4/28/16 committee meeting where the committee did a walkthrough of the Parks to review maintenance needs.   Motion Witucki, S/Haines and carried to approve the minutes of the 4/28/16 committee meeting.  Trustee Witucki also reported that he met with Melvin Companies and they will get in there soon to do the needed shooting range repairs.  He will also be meeting with Brent Schneveis to review Timber Harvest contract.  Public Property- Trustee Lenhard reported on the 5/19/16 committee meeting.  Items included reviewing the bids for the shop door replacement and carpet replacement in the Board Room and Police Department office.  The committee also reviewed the 11th Frame contract with Jan Drexler.  The committee decided to leave the pinsetter fees the same.  Jan suggested some repairs she felt should be completed.  Motion Lenhard, S/Perkins and carried to approve the minutes of the 5/19/16 committee meeting. Trustee Lenhard also reported that the paint sprayer has arrived and the village workers are very pleased with it. Water & Sewer – Trustee Perkins reported on the two 5/12/16 committee meetings.  A Visu-Sewer representative presented information regarding alternative options for sewer main repair and SHE representatives presented information regarding their water tank maintenance services.  Motion Perkins, S/Brewster and carried to approve the minutes of the 5/12/16 committee meetings.  

Motion Haines, S/Perkins and carried to authorize payment of Village check numbers 21147 to 21203 totaling $58,906.04.

Clerk Czech reported that she ordered signs for the shooting range donation boxes and also for the Farmer’s Mill trail dedication to the Albrecht Family.  The Village also received an insurance dividend check for $2,422.

Motion Haines, S/Lenhard and carried to approve the 2015 Financial Reports as presented by Kerber, Rose and Associates.

Motion Lenhard, S/Perkins and carried to approve the contract with Janice Drexler as manager of the 11th Frame Bar and Bowl from July 1, 2016 thru June 30, 2017.

Motion Lenhard, S/Haines and carried to approve recommendation from the Public Property Committee to approve bid for the shop door replacement from Jerry Redmann for $4109.

Motion Lenhard, S/Brewster and carried to approve recommendation from the Public Property Committee to approve bid for carpet replacement in the Board Room and Police Department from Carpet City for $3,847.63.

Chief Stencil thanked the volunteers who helped with the bike rodeo (Ruth Weiler, Dwight Lenhard, Emily Czech and Officer Dunst) and also to Len’s Auto, T & T Auto, Killdeer Autobody and Frahm Autobody for the donation of 2 bikes that were given away.
