ATHENS VILLAGE BOARD MEETING

   BOARD MEETING ROOM

President Kornack called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  Roll call was taken with members Brewster, Decker, Haines, Kornack, Lenhard, and Perkins present with Witucki absent.  All recited the Pledge of Allegiance.   Visitors present were Casey Krautkramer and Aaron Stencil.


Motion Perkins, S/Haines and carried to approve the minutes of the October 24, 2016 Regular Board Meeting and the November 28, 2016 Budget Hearing.

Committees reporting were:  Finance & Personnel –Trustee Haines reported on the 11/7/16 committee meeting where the proposed budget was reviewed. Motion Haines, S/Perkins and carried to approve the minutes of the 11/7/16 committee meeting. Fire & Police –Chief Stencil reported that he will begin the hiring process for a part-time officer. Trustee Brewster reported that the budget didn’t allow for the addition of an additional full-time officer, but instead they will increase the wages of the part-time officers. Streets-  Trustee Decker reported on the 11/22/16 committee meeting.   The committee reviewed the Caroline Street project and Decker reported that the sidewalk location has been changed.  It will start on the west side and then cross to the east in front of the assisted living facility.  The committee reviewed the possibility of a storm water ditch east of Caroline Street.  The committee recommended getting cost estimates for proposed work.  Decker presented information on the Parkview Lane extension.  This work could possibly be done by Village workers.  After the Mount View Lane project bids are received, the financial ability to do this project will be determined.  Bids for changing the heads on the poles to LED lights were reviewed.  The committee reviewed a letter from Tim Micke regarding additional signage needed in school zones.  The committee is recommending adding these signs.  An additional request from the school to have no parking at all times on the north side of Maple Street (in the block to the south of the school) was discussed. That portion is currently signed as No parking during School hours. The committee didn’t feel it was necessary to change it.  The committee discussed the removal of a tree as part of the Caroline Street project.  This will be done at the owner’s expense as a bid line item.  Motion Decker, S/Brewster and carried to approve the minutes of the 11/22/16 committee meeting. Parks & Public Welfare – It was reported that the timber harvest contract is almost complete and we are waiting for the electricity to be installed at the shooting range.  Public Property- Trustee Lenhard reported that Nick Belter did a good job on his first time snow plowing.  Water & Sewer – Trustee Perkins reported that VisuSewer had been in town to start the sewer line cleaning.  He also reported that the committee will get the bid packet ready for the West Village Limits project and they will continue to work on the sewer line issue of West Alfred Street. 

Motion Haines, S/Brewster and carried to authorize payment of Village check numbers 21544 to 21608 totaling $70,779.26.

Motion Perkins, S/Haines and carried to approve Resolution 2016-10 to set the Property Tax Equivalent for the Water Dept.

Motion Lenhard, S/Haines and carried to approve Resolution 2016-11 to Adopt the 2017 Annual Budget and Establish the Property Tax Levy for the Village of Athens.

Motion Perkins, S/Lenhard and carried to approve Resolution 2016-12 to Adopt the 2017 Water and Sewer Department Budgets

Motion Haines, S/Brewster and carried to approve Resolution 2016-13 to set wages for elected and non-elected Village employees.

Motion Lenhard, S/Haines and carried to approve amendment of Village Ordinance 3-1-7 to add Forward Financial to the list of depositories.

Motion Brewster, S/Haines and carried to approve updated Police policy and procedure manual.

Motion Perkins, S/Haines and carried to table recommendation from the Street Committee regarding the Caroline Street storm sewer project.

Motion Perkins, S/Lenhard and carried to approve recommendation from the Street Committee to approve the bid from Amstutz Electric for $9425 to repair the Industrial Park street lights.

Motion Perkins, S/Haines and carried to adjourn at 7:32pm.
