Motion Witucki, S/Haines and carried to approve the minutes of the October 26, 2015 Regular Board Meeting, November 9, 2015 Special Board Meeting, and November 23, 2015 Budget Hearing. 

Committees reporting were:  Finance & Personnel –Trustee Haines reported that Tennille Hartmann will be leaving soon, so we will be advertising for a replacement.  Fire & Police – Chief Stencil reported that he is having issues with a residence in the Village and that the squad was damaged in a deer collision.  Streets-  Trustee Decker reported on the 11/23/15 committee meeting where the Mount View Lane project was discussed as well as additional work on the Industrial Park stormwater plans. Motion Decker, S/Witucki and carried to approve the minutes of the 11/23/15 committee meeting.  Parks & Public Welfare – Trustee Witucki reported on the 11/19/15 committee meeting.  Items included discussion about updating the Village recreational plan, approval of Erbach Park directional signs and the forester bids for the timber harvest.  Motion Witucki, S/Schaetzl and carried to approve the minutes of the 11/19/15 committee meeting.  Public Welfare- Trustee Lenhard reported that the John Deere received a tune up and that the lights above the bowling alley lanes need to be replaced.  Water & Sewer – Trustee Perkins reported that a leaking curb stop on Alfred Street has been repaired.  It was also reported that there was a water main break on West Village Limits Rd.

Motion Haines, S/Lenhard and carried to authorize payment of Village check numbers 20754 to 20806 totaling $249,558.80.

Motion Perkins, S/Haines and carried to approve Resolution 2015-3 to set the Property Tax Equivalent for the Water Dept.

Motion Perkins, S/Haines and carried to approve Resolution 2015-4 to Adopt the 2016 Water and Sewer Department Budgets

Motion Lenhard, S/Perkins and carried to approve Resolution 2015-5 to Adopt the 2016 Annual Budget and Establish the Property Tax Levy for the Village of Athens.

Motion Haines, S/Witucki and carried to approve Resolution 2015-6 to set wages for non-elected Village employees.

Motion Lenhard, S/Witucki and carried to approve hiring of Kyle King as part-time police officer pending background check.

Motion Witucki, S/Haines and carried to approve recommendation from Parks Committee to contract with Alpine Forestry for administration of the timber harvest at a cost of $3510 plus the cost of the paint.

Motion Witucki, S/Haines and carried to approve recommendation from the Street Committee to submit a project plan for the grant application for the Mount View Lane project that includes a Park View Lane storm water extension, improvement and expansion of existing stormwater pond and curb and gutter on the north side of Mount View Lane.  

Motion Decker,S/Haines and carried to approve the additional engineering by MSA Professional Services for the Industrial Park project in the amount of $9000.00. 

Motion Perkins, S/Haines and carried to adjourn at 7:22pm.
