ATHENS VILLAGE BOARD MEETING

MONDAY, OCTOBER 24, 2016, 7:00 PM 

   BOARD MEETING ROOM

President Kornack called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  Roll call was taken with members Brewster, Decker, Haines, Kornack, Lenhard, Perkins, and Witucki present.  All recited the Pledge of Allegiance.   Visitors present were Casey Krautkramer and Aaron Stencil.

Motion Perkins, S/Haines and carried to approve the minutes of the August 22, 2016 Regular Board Meeting.

Committees reporting were:  Finance & Personnel –Trustee Haines reported on the 9/26/16 committee meeting where adding Forward Financial to the list of depositories was discussed as well as reviewing 2017 wages.  Motion Haines, S/Lenhard and carried to approve the minutes of the 9/26/16 committee meeting. Fire & Police –Chief Stencil reported that the squad’s radar has been fixed and he will taking the squad in for alignment repairs. Streets-  Trustee Decker reported on the 10/20/16 committee meeting where the committee reviewed storm sewer issues on the south end of Caroline Street.  The committee is recommending getting engineering proposals for installing storm sewer on private property from Caroline Street to Pond Street.  The committee also discussed the Industrial Park street light problems (7 out of 13 are out) and recommended getting quotes for LED heads for these poles. Finally, the committee reviewed the snow removal bids. Motion Decker, S/Brewster and carried to approve the minutes of the 10/20/16 committee meeting.  Trustee Decker also reported that the water line on Caroline Street has been lowered and they used styrofoam to insulate parts of it. Parks & Public Welfare – Trustee Witucki reported on the 9/26/16 and the 10/24/16 committee meeting.  The committee reviewed a request to reduce the shooting hours but decided to leave the hours the same.  They discussed the rules for the shooting range and reviewed 2017 budget items.  Possible budget items include blacktop repairs at Athens Park and kitchen updates to the Erbach Park kitchen.  At the 10/24/16 meeting, the committee reviewed the timber harvest bids, discussed the 2017 budget and discussed a scope change for the remaining funds for the shooting range grant.  Motion Witucki, S/Haines and carried to approve the minutes of the 9/26/16 and 10/24/16 committee meeting. Public Property- Trustee Lenhard reported that Hi-Lo Service completed the repairs to the back wall on the municipal building.  He also reported that the reservoir part for the backhoe arrived and that he turned in the 2017 budget items. Water & Sewer – Trustee Perkins reported that there was lightening damage to some of the equipment in the reservoir but our insurance covered the repairs/replacements.  

Motion Haines, S/Lenhard and carried to authorize payment of Village check numbers 21482 to 21542 totaling $71,264.70.

Motion Decker, S/Haines and carried to award snow removal for 2016-2017 to Janke General Contractors for $86/hr for end loader and $83/hr for the dump truck.  

Motion Witucki, S/Lenhard and carried to approve the recommendation from the Park Committee to award the Timber Harvest to Thurs Logging.  

The 2017 Budget Hearing will be November 28, 2016 at 6:30pm.  The December Board Meeting will be Monday, December 19th at 6pm

Motion Perkins, S/Brewster and carried to adjourn at 7:22pm.
