ATHENS VILLAGE BOARD MEETING

   BOARD MEETING ROOM

President Kornack called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  Roll call was taken with members Brewster, Decker, Haines, Kornack, Lenhard, Perkins, and Witucki present.  All recited the Pledge of Allegiance.   Visitor present was Dan Borchardt from MSA Professional Services, Casey Krautkramer, Aaron Stencil and Jan Drexler.


Motion Perkins, S/Haines and carried to approve the minutes of the August 22, 2016 Regular Board Meeting.

Committees reporting were:  Finance & Personnel –Trustee Haines reported that the committee will meet after the Board Meeting.  The Ordinance Book draft should be arriving soon and we will have 30 days to review. Fire & Police –Trustee Brewster reported on the quarterly Fire Commission meeting and he also met with Chief Stencil to review budget items.  Streets-  Trustee Decker reported on the 9/12/16 committee meeting where the committee reviewed engineering proposals for the Mount View Lane project.  Motion Decker, S/Witucki and carried to approve the minutes of the 9/12/16 committee meeting.  Trustee Decker also reported that the cracksealing and street patching had been finished, the atv/utv daylight hours signs were up, and that Janke has begun work to lower Caroline Street.  He also reported that there may be some possible storm sewer issues with this project by George Empey’s house. Parks & Public Welfare – Trustee Witucki reported that the range is open and that the timber harvest project is out for bids.    Public Property- Trustee Lenhard reported that he okayed the purchase of the two scoreboards from the high school for $250 and that Hi-Lo Service will do some block replacement and tuckpointing on the library back wall.  He also reported that the oil reservoir on the backhoe is leaking and that he found a used part from down south for $1300 plus freight that Frank will look into.  Water & Sewer – Trustee Perkins reported on the 9/12/16 committee meeting where the committee discussed the abandoned sanitary service on the Alfred Street property.  Different options were presented and estimates will be obtained.  The committee also discussed the watermain replacement on West Village Limits and it was decided to get estimates for the replacement and possible engineering.   Motion Perkins, S/Lenhard and carried to approve the minutes of the 9/12/16 committee meeting.  Trustee Perkins also reported that the Scada System was out after it appears it was hit by lightening.  

Motion Haines, S/Lenhard and carried to authorize payment of Village check numbers 21412 to 21480 totaling $68,951.51.

Motion Brewster, S/Haines and carried to approve the picnic license for Friends of Christian Education for October 22, 2016 at Athens Community Hall, 221 Caroline Street.

Motion Perkins, S/Haines and carried to approve quote from the Municipal Property Insurance Company for $11,025 with a $500 deductible.

Motion Perkins, S/Witucki and carried with Kornack opposed to approve recommendation from Street Committee to award the Mount View Lane project engineering and bidding to MSA Professional Services in the amount of $53,500.

Motion Perkins, S/Haines and carried to adjourn at 7:38pm.
