ATHENS VILLAGE BOARD MEETING

MONDAY, JUNE 27, 2016, 7:00 PM 

   BOARD MEETING ROOM

President Kornack called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  Roll call was taken with members Brewster, Decker, Haines, Kornack, Lenhard, and Witucki present with Perkins absent.  All recited the Pledge of Allegiance.   


Visitor present was Casey Krautkramer.

Motion Perkins, S/Witucki and carried to approve the minutes of the May 23, 2016 Regular Board Meeting.

Committees reporting were:  Finance & Personnel –Trustee Haines reported on the 5/23/16, 6/6/16 and 6/20/16 committee meetings where applications for the public works position were reviewed and applicants were interviewed.  The committee also reviewed liability and property insurance proposals.  Motion Haines, S/Witucki and carried to approve the minutes of the 5/23/16, 6/6/16 and 6/23/16 committee minutes. Fire & Police – Trustee Brewster reported on the 6/16/16 committee meeting.  Items included the purchase of a cradle point for the squad to improve connectivity in the squad.  Testing of the warning siren was discussed and it was decided to test the siren weekly at noon on Tuesdays.  The committee also discussed  the part-time turnover and options such as increasing part-time wages and the hiring of a full-time officer was discussed.  Motion Brewster, S/Haines and carried to approve the minutes of the 6/16/16 committee meeting.  Trustee Brewster also reported on the Fire Commission quarterly meeting. The sinking fund is being increased by $15,000 which will increase the Village’s annual cost by $3660.  Also, the 2% fire dues will need to now be reimbursed to the Fire Commission.  Streets-  Trustee Decker reported on the 5/25/16 committee meeting.  Items of discussion included Mount View Lane dust control and the 2016 cracksealing project.  The committee also discussed the timeline for the West Village Limits road repair and it was the consensus to do the project in 2018.  The committee discussed the Love Lane extension and nothing is currently in the 5 year CIP for this project.  The committee discussed the sidewalk replacement on north side of elementary and it was indicated that the school would apply for 2017 cost sharing.  Lastly, the committee inspected the Farmer’s Mill property to discuss where the fill from the street project should be placed.  Motion Decker, S/Haines and carried to approve the minutes of the 5/25/16 committee meeting.   Trustee Decker also reported that the ATV/UTV signs are up and that Switlick would be doing the concrete approach at the C-Store (at the expense of the C-Store).  He reported that he requested a list of duplicate addresses in the Village so that the Board could make a decision on whether they wanted to opt-in to the Uniform Addressing Program.  He also reported that the Duenow/Schlegel Street project is underway.  There will be a few change orders for the project including a sewer manhole, storm sewer replacement and extra costs for digging deeper than anticipated.  Parks & Public Welfare – Trustee Witucki reported that Melvin should hopefully be finished with the berm repairs by the end of next week.  He has also been in contact with Brent Schneveis regarding the timber harvest and he will be marking in July.  Public Property- Trustee Lenhard reported that the shop door has been installed.  He also reported that he visited Edgar Lanes when their new lanes were being installed and showed the Board a sample of their new lanes.  Water & Sewer – President Kornack reviewed the items discussed at the 6/23/16 committee meeting.  Items included reviewing equipment needed to test phosphorous and ammonia nitrogen, approving the purchase of a used drying oven at a cost not to exceed $500, the cost to line the sanitary sewer and manhole rehabs and also the water and sewer needs for the Caroline Street extension. Motion Witucki, S/Haines and carried to approve the minutes of the 6/23/16 committee meeting.  

Motion Haines, S/Decker and carried to authorize payment of Village check numbers 21205 to 21269 totaling $39,568.29.

Motion Lenhard, S/Haines and carried to approve participation in League of Wisconsin Municipalities Mutual Insurance plan in the amount of $24,789 for coverage from 7/1/16 to 7/1/17.

Motion Witucki, S/Lenhard and carried to approve Resolution 2016-8 approving the 2015 Compliance Maintenance Annual Report.

Motion Decker, S/Witucki and carried to approve the 2016-2017 beer garden license for Landmark Bar for designated dates.

Motion Decker, S/Witucki and carried to approve recommendation from Street Committee to award the 2016 cracksealing to Fahrner Asphalt in the amount of $7,602.40.

Motion Witucki, S/Brewster and carried to approve hiring of Connie Venzke for part-time cleaning position at $11/hr.

Motion Haines, S/Brewster and carried to approve combination and amendment of Title 10 Chapter 3 and 4 of the Code of Ordinances into Title 10 Chapter 3 Snowmobiles, All-Terrain Vehicles and Utility Terrain Vehicles.

Motion Witucki, S/Haines and carried to approve recommendation from the Finance and Personnel Committee to hire Nicholas Belter for the full-time public works position  at a rate of $18/hour.

Motion Witucki, S/Haines and carried to table appointment of an Emergency Government Director. 

Motion Decker, S/Witucki and carried to approve recommendation for the Water and Sewer Committee to apply for a simplified 3% water rate increase effective 10/1/16.

Motion Haines, S/Lenhard and carried to approve recommendation from the Water and Sewer Committee to increase sewer rates 5% effective 7/1/16.

Motion Witucki, S/Brewster and carried to approve recommendation from the Water and Sewer Committee to approve purchasing equipment needed to test for phosphorous and ammonia nitrogen at a cost up to $3500. 

Motion Haines, S/Lenhard and carried to approve changes to the Personnel Manual as recommended by the Finance and Personnel committee.

Motion Lenhard, S/Haines and carried to approve recommendation from the Fire and Police Committee to purchase a new cradle point radio system through Marathon County Sheriff Department at a cost of $1100 including installation.

Motion Haines, S/Witucki and carried to adjourn at 8:02pm.
