Municipal Bldg. Board Meeting Room

The Water and Sewer meeting was called to order at 7:00 P.M.   Present were Chris Perkins, Randy Decker, Dwight Lenard, Chuck Kornack, Al Belter, and Matt Witucki absent.

The committee discussed repainting the wet interior of the water tower; Al Belter presented the findings from a Lane Tank inspection.  Noting the following:

· Water tower is 13 years old; the interior epoxy coating system is beginning to show a lot small blisters with some minor pitting.  The tower should be sandblasted and re-coat the wet interior in the next 1-2 years.

· Tower is drained for the inspection and repainting would take 1-1/2 weeks to complete

· Village uses the reservoir and high pressure pumps 

· Last inspection in 2008 the paint was starting to blister and pit.

· Paint is warrantied for 1-2 years but projected to last 20 years

Motion by Decker 2nd by Perkins with 2 yes to have Chris prepare a bid spec for sandblasting and re-coating the wet interior of the tower along with the following needed repairs.  

· Remove the hinged counter weights and dispose

· Existing roof vent should be updated 

· New clean-out coupling installed and stainless steel plug

The committee discussed the option to repair or replace the sewer main on the south end of Caroline Street, after televising the main Al had made the determinations below.

· The sewer main is in good shape per televised footage

· Two spots need repair and the repairs are not in the area of the detention pond

· All three manholes are in good shape

· Plastic pipe under the detention pond, other parts of the main are clay tile and asbestos lined joints

Randy and Chris will meet with Janke General Construction to discuss moving the detention pond off of the sewer main.  Questions for future Meeting

· Can the cost be added to Developers agreement TIF eligible reimbursement 

· Estimated cost for moving the detention pond to the north, would this also help with runoff from the new street.

· Village doesn’t currently have an Easement, will also have to secure an Easement from others

· Easement made part of the Developers Agreement

· Would the main be “Grandfathered In”
