The Water and Sewer meeting was called to order at 7:00 P.M..   Present were Chris Perkins, Randy Decker, Matt Witucki, Chuck Kornack & Al Belter.

The committee discussed the testing equipment and supplies needed to test Phosphorous and ammonia nitrogen at the wastewater treatment plant.   Motion by Matt 2nd by Randy with 3 yes to recommend to the Village board the purchase of needed equipment and chemicals in the amount of $3500.00  

Al applied for and received a $3000.00 grant from Delta Dental to offset some of the lab equipment costs.   

Equipment and supply needs:

· Spectrophotometer
· Digital Reactor Block

· Stream Monitoring equipment

· Chemicals

Currently the village sends out ammonia nitrogen samples 3 times a week to an outside lab, the approximate cost is $65 a week a for a total cost of $3,360.00 a year, In August the Village will get our new permit and will be required to sample phosphorous 3 times a week in addition to ammonia nitrogen, this cost would double bringing the yearly testing cost of $6,700.00 to $6,800.00.   There would be a significant cost savings to the village, approximately $6000.00 a year if the Village did both tests.

The committee discussed buying a used oven at a cost to not exceed 500.00, Al has committee approval to negotiate the price and purchase of a used drying oven.

The committee reviewed the cost to line the sanitary sewer and manhole rehab, after discussing the cost and footage estimates the committee decided to solicit bids from 2-3 companies and add 2 more length options.  The original footage was 402 and 1196 linear feet, in the request for bid the village would add 1600 & 2000 linear feet options and bid out replacing one manhole.  Chris and Al will draft a bid document.

The committee discussed the water and sewer needs for the Caroline street extension, the committee’s recommendations is to include the services needed into the developer’s agreement.

· Stub in water main in so the main is across from the telephone company so it can be looped in the future if needed.

· Sewer and water lateral stubbed in off of Caroline street

· 70-80 feet of sewer main going south on Caroline street extension.

· Stub main into lots west of Caroline St.

The committee discussed the need for a water & sewer rate increase, a motion by Matt 2nd by Randy with 3/yes to recommend to the village board a 3% water and 5% sewer increase . 

Motion by Witucki 2nd by Decker w/3 yes to adjourn at 8:25 P.M.
