   The first topic for discussion was the continuation of rental of the Community Hall.  Craig Diedrich, representing the school district,  reported  that there is not a definitive plan for allowance of numbers of people at sporting events.  The committee agreed that the village should continue with the policy that Community Hall users will follow the CDC guidelines until something warrants a change.

  The next item for discussion was the awarding of the contract for the replacement of 12 windows in the Community Hall.  A motion was made, seconded and carried to recommend awarding the job to Buckhorn Builders for $7,500. 

   The committee looked over a spreadsheet put together by the clerk and chairman listing items needed to qualify for the Route to Recovery grant.  Following  discussion,  a few changes will be made in regards to where some of the fixture upgrades would be best used.  A motion was made , seconded and carried to recommend accepting the  proposal with changing fixture placements from Memorial Park to The Hall Bowling Alley.
   The chairman gave a report on progress at the yard waste site.  Switlick has the site leveled and contoured in preparation for the granite fill which will be excavated from the Mueller Street project.

  Lastly, the committee did a walk- through of the Community Hall and took note of the buildings shortcoming, particularly the bathrooms.  Some ideas were discussed to provide accessible bathrooms and storage.

   A motion was made, seconded and carried to adjourn at 7:42
