1:  Rifle Range – Grant Project:  Review Bids/discussion and determination of which bid to approve.
After discussion, Motion made by Dwight Lenhard to award Switlick & Sons the Concrete Paths: 4’ wide with 2 #4 rebar at edges 4” 6 bag concrete with grading and Zilisch Asphalt the main Path & Parking Area with 2.5” thick asphalt.

2.  Erbach Park – Discuss Dam Bridge & water issue behind Janke’s 
Reviewed culvert pricing, will get Central Culvert and Supply pricing to compare with culvert ends added.  Priority culvert is the large culvert in the parking area, along with the old dam area.

AATA will work on cleaning out current culvert ends.  They would ideally like a bridge on the trail behind Janke’s.

3.  Pine Plantation Harvest Update:

Updated the committee that Todd Thurs will harvest the Pine Plantation the week of Deer 
Hunting, November 15th. Everyone was in agreement this timeframe will work.  We will work with Todd Thurs when it gets closer as he will need the power line down. He will also cut down the dead tree by the well shack during this time & Buffalo Patch if still needed.  AATA requested that the brush be cleared off the trails.
4.  Memorial Park:

Updated the committee on the donations we have and will be receiving for new playground 

equipment.


Power Updates to Fair Barns provided by Steve Brewster: 
400amps to 600 amps & Upgrading to LED Lighting in both exterior and interior of the showring.  

Electrical panels will be updated to be weatherproof, rewire the barns, and new electrical outlets ensuring GFCI Protection. Eliminate most overhead lines to bars and poles in the park.  Move service area to SE corner of the showring.  This project is mostly sponsored with funding from Xcel Energy, Forward Bank, Community Foundation, Xcel Farm Rewiring Program and Athens Advancement and Agricultural Association.
5.  South Park:

Updated the committee that the brush clean up was done at the end of the bridge and again 

mowable.  Al is waiting on John Weiler to advise when he can drop the power line to cut down 

the one dead tree.
6.   Village Agreements:  
Boy Scouts: There is no current written agreement between the Village and the Boy Scouts.  Will 

need to schedule a meeting to discuss.
Archery – Chuck had a more recent agreement than I have, I requested a copy of this 

agreement.  Agreement is still valid thru 2028.  There was discussion of the outhouse that is in 

the agreement.  Will review agreement and discuss in the future.
Softball – No current agreement, will schedule a meeting with Doug B in the near future to 

review and update.
7.  Trail Association Updates/Concerns: 
Steve Brewster provided an update on the dead maple trees discovered around town.  Multiple natural causes were determined.  Urban Forest, Don gave the go ahead for tree trimming to the Village.  Steve will be getting more trees, and Al will dig the holes for planting.  EAB is every 3 years, no end.  AATA along with the CC Team will be working behind the old Farmer’s Mill area to improve the wet area; map was provided.
