Motion Perkins, S/Haines and carried to approve the minutes of the April 27, 2020 Regular Board Meeting.

Committees reporting were:  Finance & Personnel –nothing Fire & Police – Trustee McCord reported that the new squad radio with a 3 year warranty was purchased using the $4000 grant and she is working on setting up a time to have the security camera vendors come in to give an in-person presentation. Streets- Trustee Decker reported on the 5/14/20 committee meeting. Items discussed included the Mueller Street project as well as the possible street patching, curb and gutter replacement and cracksealing projects for this year.  Motion Decker, S/Haines and carried to approve the minutes of the 5/14/20 committee meeting. Parks & Public Welfare –  Trustee Schreiner is working on getting asphalt bids for the shooting range project and will be doing a walkthrough of Athens Park this week to look at potential projects. She reported that Steve will be picking up the Forestry grant trees this week and the emerald ash borer treatment has been scheduled. There will be an Iron Bull virtual race at Erbach at the end of the month. Public Property- Trustee Lenhard reported that the village workers did a great job cleaning the shop and we are still waiting for the diagnosis of the Mack truck problem. He will be looking into options for the dump site road. Water & Sewer – Trustee Perkins reported on the 5/14/20 committee meeting where the generator maint agreement was discussed as well as a bill from MSA, sewer line issues on Caroline Street and an agreement regarding future connections to the Love Lane sewer extension.  The committee also discussed funding options for lead and galvanized water lateral replacements. Motion Perkins, S/Schreiner and carried to approve the minutes of the 5/14/20 committee meeting.

Motion Perkins, S/Haines and carried to approve recommendation from the Water and Sewer Committee to accept a 3 year generator maintenance contract with Cummins in the amount of $1893.76.

Motion Perkins, S/Haines and carried to approve reduced payment of $705.90 to MSA Professional Services for the raw transmission main pressure assistance final design.

Motion Perkins, S/Schreiner and carried to approve recommendation from the Water and Sewer Committee to do grout rehabilitation of manhole near the Assisted Living in the amount of $565.

Motion Lenhard, S/McCord and carried to approve Bowling Alley Contract renewal with Michelle Henrichs & Aaron Doll.

Motion Lenhard, S/Perkins and carried with Kornack opposed to allow issuance of Transient merchant permits to Food Cart vendors.
