Kyle Kottke and Kelly Sondelski were present on behalf of the Lions Club to discuss plans for 2020.  They were referred to the Parks Committee for further discussion.

Motion Perkins, S/Witucki and carried to approve the minutes of the September 23, 2019 Regular Board Meeting.
 
Committees reporting were:  Finance & Personnel –Trustee Haines reported on the 9/26/19 and 10/28/19 committee meetings. Items included discussion of wages, fee schedule, rental fees and a request from Marathon County Humane Society to contract for non-dog stray animals.  Motion Haines, S/Lenhard and carried to approve the minutes of the 9/26/19 and 10/28/19 committee meetings. Fire & Police – Chief Stencil reported that he working on getting candidates to interview for the part-time position.  Trustee Brewster reported on the 10/10/19 committee meeting to review budget items.  Motion Brewster, S/Haines and carried to approve the 10/10/19 committee minutes. Streets- Trustee Decker reported on the 10/21/19 committee meeting.  Agenda items included reviewing the atv hours of operation on Village streets, Well Street repair, and an update on the traffic counts on Caroline and Mueller Street.  The Road agreement with the Town of Rietbrock was also reviewed and snow removal bids were reviewed. Motion Decker, S/Lenhard and carried to approve the minutes of the 10/21/19 committee minutes.  Trustee Decker reported that the road agreement has been sent to the Town of Rietbrock for their review.  He also reported that the E Degner Street project is complete and the trees have been removed.  The manhole at the Alfred/Mueller intersection has been repaired and we will be submitting the applications for grants for Mueller and Caroline Street. Parks & Public Welfare –  Trustee Witucki reported on the 10/9/19 committee meeting where the 2020 budget and ball diamond rates were discussed as well as a request to allow cross bows during the youth archery hunt.  The committee decided to not allow cross bows.  Motion Witucki, S/Haines and carried to approve the minutes of the 10/9/19 committee meeting. Public Property- Trustee Lenhard reported on the 10/9/19 committee meeting where the 2020 budget items were reviewed.  Motion Lenhard, S/Haines and carried to approve the minutes of the 10/9/19 committee meeting. Water & Sewer – Trustee Perkins reported on the 10/9/19 committee meeting.  Agenda items included a discussion with MSA regarding the Village’s wastewater phosphorus compliance, the sanitary sewer deficiency report, a revised Love Lane sewer extension plan, water/sewer rate increases and sewer dumping charges.  Motion Perkins, S/Brewster and carried to approve the minutes of the 10/9/19 committee meeting. 

Motion Haines, S/Perkins and carried to approve Check # 23804 to 23846 totaling $103,741.82.

Motion Perkins, S/Brewster and carried to approve recommendation from the Street Committee to change hours of allowed operation for ATV/UTV operation to 5am-10pm.

Motion Decker, S/Brewster and carried to approve recommendation from the Street Committee to complete the Well Street project at a cost not to exceed $7500.

Motion Perkins, S/Witucki and carried to award the snow removal services for 2019-2020 winter season to Switlick & Sons.

Motion Perkins, S/Witucki and carried to approve recommendation from the Water and Sewer Committee to increase water rates by 3% and sewer rates by 5% effective January 1, 2020.

Motion Perkins, S/Lenhard and carried to approve recommendation from the Water and Sewer Committee to not approve the revised sanitary sewer extension plans for Love Lane.

Motion Perkins, S/Haines and carried to table the approval of the task order from MSA Professional Services for the Well Transmission Main Positive Pressure upgrade.
