President Kornack called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  Roll call was taken with members Decker, Haines, Kornack, Lenhard, McCord, and Schreiner present with Perkins absent. All recited the Pledge of Allegiance.  Visitors present were Aaron Stencil and Casey Krautkramer.  
   
Motion Decker, S/Lenhard and carried to approve the minutes of the 8/24/20 Regular Board Mtg.

Committees reporting were:  Finance & Personnel –Trustee Haines reported that he will be having a meeting next week to review budget items. Fire & Police – Trustee McCord reported on the 9/10/20 committee meeting.  Items included reviewing the interview camera proposals, discussing the possibility of another full-time officer and also the 2021 budget. Motion McCord, S/Haines and carried to approve the 9/10/20 committee meeting. Trustee McCord also reported that she is working on getting “Back the Blue” signs to sell at area businesses. She also reported on the Fire Commission meeting. It was decided that the snow from Commission’s parking lot could be put on Forward’s lot, and the Commission would have to pay to remove it if it hasn’t melted prior to the start of construction. Forward Bank’s use of the meeting room was also discussed as they are not a non-profit. Trustee McCord said she was approached about the Village charging for Fire runs. Streets- Trustee Decker reported on 9/2/20 committee meeting. Items included the Degner Street ditch by the bridge, Mueller Street project updates, an option for curb repair on Caroline Street, the 2021 budget and also an update on the Caroline Street patching. Motion Decker, S/Haines and carried to approve the minutes of the 9/2/20 committee meeting. Trustee Decker also reported that the Degner St ditch repair is complete and all the blacktop patching is done. There were 107 load of granite from Mueller Street project that were placed at various locations. Cracksealing will start this week and they will also do a sample curb spray patch on Caroline Street. Parks & Public Welfare –  Trustee Schreiner reported on the 9/1/20, 9/10/20 and 9/28/20 committee meetings. Items included a discussion on the Old Dam bridge replacement, discussion regarding concerns with the shooting range project, porta potty at shooting range and the projects to be submitted for the Urban Forestry grant. Motion Schreiner, S/McCord and carried to approve the minutes of the 9/1/20, 9/10/20 and 9/28/20 committee meetings. Trustee Schreiner also reported that Todd Thurs would like to come in soon for the pine plantation harvest. Public Property- Trustee Lenhard reported on the 9/28/20 committee meeting. Items included the purchase of a snow blower attachment for compact tractor, the selling of the 2008 Ford pick up and also additional expenditures for the Routes to Recovery grant. Motion Lenhard, S/Decker and carried to approve the minutes of the 9/28/20 committee meeting. Trustee Lenhard also reported the new truck is here but we are still waiting on tool boxes. He also commented on the fill brought to the dump site and how beneficial it was.  Water & Sewer – President Kornack reviewed the minutes of the 9/2/20 committee meeting where the bid for the reservoir roof was approved.  Motion Decker,S/Haines and carried to approve the minutes of the 9/2/20 committee meeting.

Motion Lenhard, S/Haines and carried with Kornack opposed to approve recommendation from the Park Committee purchase of materials for Old Dam Bridge for $1500.

Motion Haines, S/Schreiner and carried to approve recommendation from the Park Committee to do a 2 month rental of a porta potty at shooting range.

Motion Haines, S/McCord and carried to approve recommendation from the Fire & Police Committee to purchase an interview camera for Board Room from Complete Control for $5953.21.

Motion Decker, S/Haines and carried to approve pay request #1 from Switlick and Sons for Mueller Street project in the amount of $136,266.30.

Motion Lenhard, S/Decker and carried to approve recommendation from the Public Property Committee to purchase a snow blower attachment for the compact tractor from Riesterer and Schnell for $4117.13.

Motion Lenhard, S/Haines and carried to approve recommendation from the Public Property Committee to sell the 2008 Ford pickup truck as is for $1500.

Motion Lenhard, S/McCord and carried to approve recommendation from the Public Property Committee regarding additional expenditures from Route to Recovery grant. 

Motion McCord, S/Haines and carried to approve Joint Powers Agreement with Marathon County.
