WATER AND SEWER COMMITTEE

The Water and Sewer meeting was called to order at 5:30 P.M.   Present were Chris Perkins, Randy Decker, Tami Schreiner, Chuck Kornack, Jessica McCord, Al Belter and Mike Voss
The committee discussed the maintenance agreement from Cummins Inc. for the generator at the waste water treatment plant, motion by Randy w/second by Tami w/ 3 yes to recommend the 3 year agreement to the Village Board for approval.
The committee discussed drafting an agreement for future connections to the Love Lane sewer connection, after some discussion the committee had concerns on how to inforce an agreement beyond the standard connection fee, how to determine cost sharing between parties that connect in the future and how long the agreement would be valid.  The committee didn’t have a recommendation at this time on how to proceed. 
The committee discussed the $1013.80 bill from MSA to solve the raw transmission main pressure issue at the reservoir. Mike Voss from MSA explained with some detail what the charges were for.  Chuck wants a detailed breakdown of the bill so all amounts are account for.  Mike Voss will bring a detailed breakdown of the bill to the next Village board meeting.  Motion by Randy w/second by Tami w/ 3 yes to have the Village review the detailed invoice at the next board meeting.
The committee discussed options for grouting the leaking manhole by the Assisted Living Center, Visu-Sewer estimated the grout rehab at $3500.00.   Al would like to try and do the repair for around 565.00 and that would include purchasing the resin application gun at a cost of $170.00.  Al would contact surrounding municipalities to see if they would have one we can try.  Motion by Randy w/second by Tami w/3 yes to recommend to the board the purchase not to exceed $565.00 and see if we can borrow a gun.
The committee discussed the sewer line issues on the south end of Caroline Street, motion by Randy w/second by Tami w/3 yes to recommend to the board hiring Mush Switlick or Nick from MTS to shoot the elevations on the south end of Caroline Street for an amount to not exceed $350.00  

The committee discussed possible grants with Mike from MSA for repainting the interior of the water tower, the village could apply for EDA funding.   The Village has a signed agreement with Lane Tank to complete the required inspection of the reservoir. 

The committee discussed future funding options for lead and galvanized water laterals with Mike from MSA.  Possible funding sources could come from the safe drinking water loan program.  The Village could receive loan and or principle forgiveness for laterals in the ROW and help for the home owner for the lateral from the curb stop into the home.   Another option for the Village would be the SDWL program to replace water service lines from the main to the curb stop and then use Water Infrastructure Financing Transfer Act through the DNR to replace lead services from the main to curb stop and from the cub stop to homes.

Depending on the size of the project, the Village can combine an SDW (and CWF) project for the streets & mains with the LSL program for the private lines on that street.
