Motion Perkins, S/Haines and carried to approve the minutes of the May 18, 2020 Regular Board Meeting.

Committees reporting were:  Finance & Personnel –Trustee Haines reported on the 6/22/20 committee meeting where the reduction of liquor license fees was discussed. Motion Haines, S/Lenhard and carried to approve the 6/22/20 committee meeting minutes. Fire & Police – Trustee McCord reported they had 2 security camera demonstrations and will be meeting with a 3rd.  She reported that the Fire Commission is requesting we use any extra Routes to Recovery grant funds towards equipment for Fire and Ambulance Dept. Streets- Trustee Decker reported on the 6/18/20 committee meeting. Items included discussion with the cemetery association regarding their concerns about their ditch and the cracksealing and blacktop patching bids.  Motion Decker, S/Perkins and carried to approve the 6/18/20 committee meeting minutes. Parks & Public Welfare –  Trustee Schreiner reported on the 5/27/20 and 6/1/20 committee meetings.  Park facility usage and rentals during pandemic was discussed.  It was decided to open playgrounds and bathrooms and allow park rentals but keep water fountains off. The committee decided to not send a public works employee to the Tree Mgmt institute. The committee also met with the Lions Club regarding their proposed 4th of July festivities and fish boil. Trustee Schreiner also reported that she is having issues getting bids for shooting range project. Public Property- Trustee Lenhard reported on the 5/27/20 committee meeting. The committee discussed Community Hall rentals and also the opening of the Municipal Bldg.  It was decided to keep both buildings closed at this time.
