It was decided to table the request until July to see what their financial situation is then. Motion Haines, S/Lenhard and carried to approve the minutes of the 11/25/19 committee meeting. Fire & Police – Chief Stencil reported that they will be conducting interviews in December. Streets- Trustee Decker reported that the ditch repair in the cemetery still needs to be completed as well as some shoulder work. The Well Street project is complete and it was reported that Love Lane has some soft spots were the sewer was installed. A copy of the Pioneer Road agreement was sent to the Town of Rietbrock as they did not have a copy. We also will be receiving $33,000 in TRIP funds for the 2021 Caroline Street project. Parks & Public Welfare –  Trustee Witucki reported on the 11/12/19 committee meeting   where they met with the Lions Club to discuss their 2020 activities.  They also reviewed the Arbor Day proclamation as well as a possible need for a light at the trail head area in Erbach Park.
